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Since 1996 the profession of an audiologist has been included into the list of medical specialties in Russia.

There are detailed programs:

primary specialization in audiology (duration – 2 years) for ENT-specialists,

educational courses in audiology for medical doctors and nurses involved in screening programs – 4 weeks,

educational courses in audiology for speech therapists – 4 weeks.

Recently training takes place at the National Research Center for Audiology and Hearing Rehabilitation and Chair of Clinical Audiology (Russian Medical Academy for Postgraduate Training) in Moscow; St. Petersburg ENT Research Institute (St. Petersburg), but the number of institutions responsible for audiological training will be increased in 1997. 

The background education of audiologists is medicine (ENT). At the same time physicists, physiologists and pathophysiologists, specialists in acoustics, microelectronics, speech therapists etc. are involved in the audiological research and services.

Audiologist is responsible for hearing impairment prevention, diagnostics, treatment and hearing aids fitting, programming and rehabilitation of CI patients.
