Audiology in Greece


There is currently no undergraduate or postgraduate taught course in Audiology in Greece, although some Universities offer PhD projects on Clinical Audiology subjects. Audiology is practiced by Otolaryngologists with a specialist interest in this discipline and who have developed a working experience on the subject, rather than formal training in Audiology. 

For this reason, the Otolaryngology Department of the University of Athens has taken the initiative to develop two following programs in the first instance: a) a Certificate in Audiology (4-month distance learning program) and b) a taught MSc course in Medical Audiology. Approvals are pending by the Research Committee and the Postgraduate Studies Committee of the University of Athens respectively
Certificate in Audiology: Basic Sciences and Clinical Practice
This is a 4-month distance learning course organised by the Otolaryngology Department of the University of Athens (expected start date: March 2008). The aim of this program is to create a basic knowledge platform in the field of Audiology for scientists working in related disciplines such as primary care medicine, acoustics and hearing aid dispensing. A Certificate of Professional Development is awarded on successful completion. The course consists of following modules (4 modules per month):
1. Physics of Sound 

2. Basic theory of  signal analysis and sound engineering

3. Anatomy of the auditory pathways
4. Physiology of the auditory pathways
5. Diseases of the external and middle ear

6. Diseases of the inner ear and central auditory disorders

7. Basic concepts in the diagnostic evaluation of deafness

8. Pure tone Audiometry I

9. Pure tone Audiometry II

10. Immitance audiometry I

11. Immitance audiometry II

12. Otoacoustic emissions and electrophysiological studies

13. Paediatric audiological issues
14. Surgical treatment of deafness

15. Hearing aid and auditory implant technology

16. Auditory rehabilitation

Msc in Medical Audiology and Neurotology
This is a 2-year part-time MSc taught course in Medical Audiology primarily designed for Otolaryhgology specialists (expected start date: September 2008).  The course will consist of the following modules:
